 I have served on the commission since July of 2024 as the city Finance commissioner. I am very pleased 
with my experience thus far and for the support I have received from the community. Like any transition 
period my time on the commission has included challenges early on, some controversial projects and 
procedural issues. We lost some highly capable and dedicated employees that was not easy for us but at the 
same time we are very happy with the individuals who have stepped into those roles they have brought 
great skill, and fresh energy, and are very committed to serving the community. 
It has been a busy term thus far we have had some big projects that we have completed like the expansion 
of the community center and the north main project, and chip seal project. We have been working to put 
our community in most strong financial position possible by paying down unnecessary debts, scrapping a 
few unnecessary projects, and investing idle funds into CD’s while we plan out the best way to spend those 
resources on what will improve the community. 
As the head of the finance department I am super excited about operational improvements we have made at city hall to make sure
we are efficient and highly productive. One of my priorities has been an increase in training so our employees have vast
knowledge about every aspect of the department and it seems to be paying off. As of late 2025 we modernized our timekeeping and
payroll, by switching from paper to electronics systems. This will no doubt help us keep better records as well as make it faster and
more convenient for all employees. We head into audit season; we will also begin revising and updating the city handbook later
this year. 
Looking ahead we have several upcoming goals we are working toward. These would include a ballfield, and developing ideas for
road projects. A major focus for me is finding responsible ways to support growth in our community, including expanding housing
options, and encouraging new business. We are working closely with the EDC to explore possibilities. I hope by end of my term we
are well on our way to achieving these goals. 
I would like to thank the community for the opportunity to serve and for the support. It is an honor to be part of this work, and I
will continue using the remainder of my term to learn, and improve, and with the help of my other fellow commissioners
strengthen an already great community.

Tioga Fire Department is expanding! - Nathan Germundson, President 
 2026 will be an exciting time for the Tioga Fire Department. Near the end of 2025, the Fire Department was able to work out a
deal with the Bank of Tioga to purchase the empty lots on the north side of the current fire hall. This was a dream and vision our
members have had for many years, and we are finally able to see it come to fruition. 
We partnered with EAPC, an architecture firm from Minot, who helped us through the process of designing an addition that
meets our needs while also tying into our existing facility. At the end of December, we held a bid opening for a general
contractor. The bid was awarded to First Dakota Enterprises of Pierre, SD, with construction scheduled to begin this spring. 
The addition will be just under 9,000 square feet. It will include three bays, each with the capability of stacking two units. The
building will also feature two bathrooms with showers, a good-sized storage room, and a dedicated laundry room for cleaning
bunker gear. 
As we have added new units over the years, their size has continued to increase, making it more difficult for our members to
safely work around them in our current space. This new addition will allow us to spread out our equipment and create a safer,
more efficient working environment. 
The bid for the project came in at $2.8 million. We were able to secure full funding for the project through the Williams County
1% sales tax. As the project progresses, we will continue to keep the community informed. Our goal is to have the project
completed by the end of 2026.
