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It’s Just Coffee - w/ Red Moose Coffee Hus owner, Jenny Norgaard
I have always been entrepreneurial. Back when I worked downtown Minneapolis, on the side I 
created and sold handmade greeting cards to a couple skyway gift shops. Then in 1998 I started
 my own business intelligence consulting company. While I served several large clients in the metro
 area, most of my 20 years doing IT were spent working for 3M. And my favorite class while getting
 my MBA at the University of Minnesota was Entrepreneurship. So it’s not too surprising that upon 
moving to Tioga in 2008, Chris indulged my day-dreaming about fixing up a little shop on Main Street.
The old American Family building on First and Main streets in Tioga was originally the Tioga State Bank. 
Remnants of the old bank remained, though turquoise carpeting, a dropped office-type ceiling, paneling and linoleum
masked much of the beauty. I was undeterred and Chris and I bought that little brick building in 2010 from Earl and Alice
Swenson. We worked and worked to fix it up and we rented it out as an apartment for a while because there was such a
need for housing in Tioga. Once the boom slowed and the tenant gave notice, Chris was reaching to put the “For Rent” sign
up in the window and I knew it was time. “Let me do something fun with it now,” I appealed.
I started working on the business plan for the Red Moose Coffee Hus that sweet summer of 2016. Our townhouse was two
blocks away from and all four of us had well-worn paths to the old bank as we worked once again to renovate. I worked
with the health inspector, the city inspector, the electrician and plumber to meet all the requirements and get everything
set up.
Building a coffee shop made sense to me. But one thing that didn’t was making coffee! I could write a mean business plan
and work my butt off varnishing a newly sanded original maple hardwood floor from 1902, but when I thought about
actually making the coffee my eyes glazed over. When I would go to Starbucks I’d try so hard to pay attention, but it might
as well have been rocket science. Whoosh, over my head. I didn’t even know how to make Folgers. My mom had to bring
her own coffee pot and coffee to my house when she and my dad came to visit. And this is the girl who decided to start a
coffee shop?
As luck or fate would have it, Chris knew a guy. My husband manufactures a piece of equipment he invented way back in
March 2003. For a while we rented a facility for assembling the Septic Heaters in Grand Forks, ND. Right next door was a
guy who rented space for his coffee equipment servicing business. Dan Dan the Coffee Man is a gregarious guy who loves
coffee and more importantly loves teaching people about how to make espresso drinks. Alleluia!
The Red Moose Coffee Hus opened in June 2017, just a few days before Rhubarb Fest. Setting up the coffee shop was
exciting: planning out cabinets and equipment, doing drawings to scale for the health inspector, working on the business
plan, estimating monthly cash flows, working up costs of every item by ounce – flavor, espresso, each type of milk, the
cups, lids, sleeves, and straws. I’m a hard worker and I thoroughly enjoyed the year we prepped for coffee shop. When we
decided it was ready and opened the doors to the public, it was a little surreal. I really hadn’t fully envisioned “running”
the coffee shop.
I didn’t know what I was doing. But God knew what he was doing. In the seven years the shop has been open, He’s placed
just the right people in my path. When new baristas are nervous, I tell them as long as you do everything with a smile, it
will be ok. It’s not an emergency room, “it’s just coffee.”
The baristas turn over some each season. I usually employ six or seven at a time, a mix of students and adults. To many I
was a mom figure, training them in on the coffee drinks, customer service, and teaching them to be aware of others, and
to anticipate what the next crew might need done. And a few of the baristas – and a few of the customers – became my
best friends.
It’s just coffee….or is it? 
The Red Moose Coffee Hus on the corner of First & Main has become a place to gather, to gab, to meet and greet. A place
where a good cup of coffee is just the beginning. 
We are open from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. on weekdays, and 9:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. on weekends. We look forward to serving you!
